Exciting Opportunities in Torquay Museum in 2010
Torquay Museum was purpose built in 1874 and was then an archetypal Victorian Museum. Today it is thoroughly modern and welcoming with important collections relating to prehistory, ethnography, Ancient Egypt and the Victorians. It is an independent charity.
We offer active learning sessions for schools which last for just under two hours. The content is based on National Curriculum topics pitched to suit the age of the children. Visits are led by an experienced education officer, other staff and volunteers. 

Visits In to the Museum (£2.00 per child)
The Egyptians.
One of the most popular history themes in primary schools is Ancient Egypt. A visit to the museum for this topic centres on our excellent collection of authentic artefacts and a re-enactment of the process of mummification. Because this is such a popular theme the museum also offers an outreach service using replica artefacts- see below. 

The Victorians
The Devon Farmhouse Gallery is an authentic display dating to the 1860’s.  A visit consists of time to explore the gallery, with explanations by the Education Officer and a slide show or film that puts the objects into their context.
A Sense of Community
Our new world cultures gallery is the ideal venue for a citizenship study. Children will be asked to explore the main tenets of society and will have an opportunity to frame their own ideas through role play and performance. An exciting new workshop that will challenge everyone involved.
What are Museums?
This is an opportunity to look at the whole museum and to see how it works. Children will be given a guided tour of our different galleries and then will be given the challenge of setting up their own display using parts of our handling collection.
Visits out to School and Town Walks 

The Egyptians (£3.00 per child)
Ancient Egypt is such a hit that we have devised a simple outreach service to spread the word! We deliver a collection of replica objects to your classroom. We introduce these to the children then we set them a challenge to find out more. A week later we return to hear the children’s responses and to pick up the artefacts.

The English Riviera Geopark (Free)
We wish to promote an understanding of the geology of Torbay and its new Geopark status so we have put together a small display of geology and a talk. We would be very happy to bring this show to your school. It would best suit children at Keystage 2.

Toys Then and Now (Free)
This presentation is intended to serve at Keystage 1. We look at old toys and discuss what they are made from, who might have owned them and how we know whether they are old or new. Each session lasts about 40 minutes and is given in an informal circle rather than as a formal talk.
The Town Trail (Free)
Many local children know little about Torquay and how it developed; this guided walk changes that. It follows a circular route around Torquay harbour stopping off at intervals to compare modern features with those of long ago through old maps, water colours and photographs. It lasts about 90 minutes and is most enjoyed in fair weather.
