If you are moving to Torbay, or you are moving within Torbay and your 
child is already attending school, this booklet tells you how to apply for a 
school place and provides you with information about schools in the area.

There is a coordinated scheme for in year admissions to all primary 
and secondary schools in Torbay and you must apply for a school place 
by using the form (s) at the back of this booklet. The form(s) must be 
returned to Torbay Children’s Services.

However if you live outside Torbay but want your child to attend a school 
in Torbay you must apply to your ‘home’ local authority and information 
on your application will be exchanged with us. 

If your child is starting school for the first time in a reception class you should obtain a copy of the TIPS 5 
booklet and if your child is starting secondary school for the first time you should obtain a copy of the TIPS 
1 booklet.

We have a strong commitment to education in Torbay. We have a wide variety of schools and we are 
proud of what our students achieve in them. In conjunction with our schools the Council has an ongoing 
programme of capital investment to improve continually the environment in which students learn.

Please read this booklet carefully because admissions to school can sometimes be complicated and some 
schools may be full in some year groups.

It is called 
equal preference because all applications are 
considered on an equal footing and, if the school is 
oversubscribed, priority for a place is decided by the 
admission criteria and not by how high the school is 
ranked by parents. 

The parents’ ranking is only used to decide which 
single school place to offer. When pupils can be 
offered places at more than one school we look to 
see which of the schools has been ranked highest 
by the parents and a place is offered at this school. 
The place at the lower ranked school is then free to 
offer to another pupil.

● Regularly driving your child to school is also 
expensive. Current figures put the average cost 
per family at £535 per year.

● Research has shown the secondary school pupils 
who live more than 2km from their school will 
probably make the journey to school by car.

● Walking, cycling or using public transport offers 
children greater independence and flexibility - 
which is especially important at a time of change 
in the nature of the school day, with greater 
numbers of pupils staying for extra study, extra 
curricular activities and sport.

Where walking, cycling or public transport are not 
feasible, car sharing may be an option. This can save 
time and money and helps to cut traffic congestion 
and air pollution as well as being sociable for 
children. 

IMPORTANT: Choosing a school which is within 
walking distance for your child may not be the 
primary consideration when allocating school 
places.

If a parent or guardian receives Income Support,
