Recycle all your food waste...

Food waste causes greenhouse gas emissions from
landfill sites. Every scrap that can be recycled helps
to reduce this. Our food waste is processed in Devon
and is turned into compost for use on local farms as

well as creating energy that feeds
back into the National Grid.

Please give us all your food
waste and use either corn starch
bags or newspaper to line your
caddy. Please do not line it with
a plastic bag.
